· T1P1.SAH Work Item – LI Capabilities for GPRS and UMTS Packet and IMS Domains (R99, R4, R5)

Actioned and authorized to work with 3GPP in the development of LI specifications and standards for R99, R4, and R5 for the U.S. market and CALEA.  Contributed LI material on GPRS to the Joint Experts Meeting on LI last year. This is not a joint work project between TIA and T1P1. 

· Joint T1P1 -TIA Work Item - GSM circuit mode voice and data. 

GSM circuit mode voice and data is covered under J-STD-025, a joint T1-TIA standard. T1P1.SAH is responsible for GSM circuit-mode voice and data under CALEA. T1P1.SAH contributes to J-STD-025 via TR45-LAES which is the lead organization in the development of J-STD-025. J-STD-025 is balloted in both T1 and TIA. TR45-LAES is not a joint committee with T1P1.SAH. The committees are separate and distinct.

T1:T1S1:T1S1 Ad Hoc on Surveillance

· Scope is wireline architectures including circuit mode voice and data and wireline packet data.

· T1S1 Surveillance Work Items – Currently addressing LI for wireline packet data. Contributed LI material to the Joint Experts Meeting on LI last year. This has not been established as a joint work project between TIA and T1S1. 

· Joint T1S1 -TIA Work Item - Wireline circuit mode voice and data. 

Wireline circuit mode voice and data is covered under J-STD-025, a joint T1-TIA standard. T1S1 is responsible for wireline circuit-mode voice and data under CALEA. T1S1 contributes to J-STD-025 via TR45-LAES which is the lead organization in the development of J-STD-025. J-STD-025 is balloted in both T1 and TIA. TR45-LAES is not a joint committee with the  T1S1Ad Hoc on Surveillance. The committees are separate and distinct.

· Organizational partner of 3GPP2.

· Scope initially was circuit mode voice and data that produced J-STD-025. Scope has been extended to address LI for packet mode communication in J-STD-025 (a Revision B is planned).

· TR45-LAES Work Item – has not been established and is under discussion.

T1P1.SAH is participating and may provide input on high-level requirements to assist TR45-LAES.  However, this activity is not a joint work project between T1-TIA covering GPRS or UMTS.  T1P1.SAH has retained the scope and work item for developing LI specifications and standards on UMTS and GPRS for the Packet and IMS Domains working with 3GPP.
